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Abstract

This template contains some instructions on how to prepare your abstract for the 17th International Workshop on Electromagnetic Nondestructive Evaluation, which will be held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil on 29th July – 1st August, 2012. The abstract space is limited to the A4 paper size with the margins set at 2.5 cm. The title of the abstract should be typed using 14 pt “Times New Roman” UPPERCASE bold font. The names of the authors, their affiliation and the main text of the document should be typed using 12 pt “Times New Roman” font. You might want to include equations, figures and/or tables in your abstract. Please refer to them within the text (see Figure 1 taken from [1], for example). In order to submit your abstract, please download the Word Template file through the conference web page ende2012.metalmat.ufrj.br, and sent it by email to the address ende2012@metalmat.ufrj.br. Just attach the abstract Word file to an email and submit it in this manner. In this email please also inform us whether you would like to have an oral or poster presentation.

The deadline for submission of one or maximum two pages extended abstract is April 11th, 2012 and for notification of acceptance is May 09th, 2012.
